Seaplane Scenics 
Training Syllabus

Lesson 1
Seaplane preflight inspection and aircraft familiarization.  Idle taxi and plow taxi.  Normal take-offs and landings.  Docking, ramping, and mooring.

Lesson 2
Normal take-offs and landings.  Airwork -- Stalls power on/off, steep constant altitude turns, and minimum controllable airspeed.  Step-taxi, docking, ramping.

Lesson 3
Normal take-offs and landings.  Glassy water take-offs and landings.  Crosswind take-offs and landings.  Step taxi turns.  Reduced power take-off (simulated high density altitude).  Sailing, beaching, and ramping.

Lesson 4
Normal take-offs and landings.  Rough water take-offs and landings.  Emergency approach and landing.  System and equipment malfunction.  Maximum performance take-offs and landings.  Sailing, docking, mooring, and ramping.

Lesson 5
Normal, glassy, rough water take-offs and landings.  Airwork, emergency procedures, sailing, step taxi, docking, and ramping.

Lesson 6
Review flight in preparation for checkride. (if necessary)

Note:  Lessons may be rearranged by the instructor to suit various weather conditions.  Lessons will average 2.5 hours with 1.2 hours flight time.
